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ANALYSIS OF THE WORLD EXPERIENCE IN COUNTERING THE SPREAD OF HEPATITIS C

AMONG THE POPULATION AS A COMPONENT OF DEVELOPING PROGRAMS TO INCREASE

THE AVAILABILITY OF PHARMACEUTICAL CARE

Aim. To analyze the world experience in countering viral hepatitis C as a component of developing

programs to increase the availability of pharmaceutical care grouping countries by their level of economic
development and belonging to the WHO region.
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Materials and methods. The study materials were statistical reports of the WHO, national reports of
countries on the prevalence, morbidity, and measures to counteract hepatitis C, as well as reports of the
Polaris global study. Desk-based research methods, such as content analysis, systematic, logical, as well as
methods of comparative analysis and generalization, were used.

Results. Based on the results of the analysis, it has been determined that the countries of the LMIC
group studied (Cameroon, Egypt, Morocco, Pakistan, Georgia, Ukraine, Uzbekistan, Indonesia, Myanmar,
Mongolia, Philippines and Vietnam) are characterized by the lack of complete data on the scale of hepatitis
Cinfection. It has been found that in the countries of the UMIC group, namely: South Africa, Argentina, Bra-
zil, Romania, Belarus, Thailand, China, and Malaysia, the incidence of hepatitis C is twice lower than in the
LMIC countries, while in the UMIC countries an average of 10 % of patients receive treatment, in the LMIC
countries - 30 %. It has been also noted that in the UMIC countries the largest population group with the
heaviest burden of hepatitis C is represented by migrants from other countries, while in the LMIC countries
these are people who inject drugs. The results of the analysis of global approaches to timely diagnosis and
treatment of hepatitis C have shown that in the LMIC countries, non-governmental organizations play a sig-
nificant role in promoting access to healthcare for the population at risk, in particular OBIH. The high cost
of direct-acting antiviral drugs and insufficient funding for national prevention and treatment programs
also remain a major obstacle to combat hepatitis C in these countries. It has been found that the UMIC coun-
tries are characterized by low physical and socio-economic access to treatment with direct-acting antiviral
drugs due to the lack of generics at the pharmaceutical market and the high cost of pharmacotherapy with
original direct-acting antiviral drugs.

Conclusions. The systematization of data on the world experience in countering the spread of hepa-
titis C among the population has shown that there are differences in the implementation of measures to
eliminate hepatitis C among countries of different WHO regions and with different levels of economic de-
velopment. It has been found that the main obstacles to hepatitis C elimination are insufficient funding of
national hepatitis C control programs, untimely updating of treatment protocols, the lengthy registration
procedure for direct-acting antiviral drugs, the high cost of original and the lack of generic direct-acting
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antiviral drugs.
